Health Tip:  Many teens have piercings and tattoos but are unaware of the proper aftercare to prevent complications.  The biggest reason for infection is that piercings take a longer time to heal.  Children’s Hospital of Iowa has developed a time-line for healing.  They found that the average time to heal ear cartilage or the navel is 4 months to 1 year, the nasal septum was 6-8 months, and the lip takes 2-3 months while the nipple takes 3-6 months.  During these long periods, the skin is open to all germs and the prescribed wound care must be done diligently and daily.
